Proposed Itinerary

We spend the first 2 nights in a hoteLios Angeles giving us time to relax
after our flight and to take a half day bus tousée some of the LA sights.

The next day we pick up the RV'’s, stop at a supekatdo stock up with
provisions, and then drive just 35 miles to ourroight stop aMalibu Beach.
We will eat out together at a local restaurant évaning.

Day 4 involves a 220miles (5+ hour) driveBoulder Creek, situated between
Inyo National Forest and Inyo mountains, ideallggald for our journey into
Death Valley tomorrow. The site is clean and spiart there is nothing
happening on the site in the evening, so it wilblguiet, cold night after a long
journey.

The following day takes us inf@eath Valley (120 miles).

Death Valley is a place of amazing beauty wit#my colourful rocks and

canyons, miles of pristine sand dunes, uneyaporative salt features and even a
diverse range of wildlife. The park also caméamany relics from a hundred and
fifty years of history, which give an insighto the harsh life of the early settlers
borax and metal ore mines, ghost towns, clahtgms and other ruins.

From an elevation of 1000 meters at the north end,
the land slopes down steadily and for 70 miles the
floor is below sea level, reaching a low point of -
86 meters at Badwater, the lowest point in the
Western hemisphere. The depth of the depression
is partly responsible for the extreme high
temperatures, which can exceed 130°F in summer.
High, unvegetated mountains of sombre reddish
colour flank the narrow valley on both sides; a few
are high enough to have snow for many months of
the year.

We make our way through this amazing landscapeitod€e Creek Camp Site,
where we stay 2 nights, allowing us time to explbe=beautiful geological sites
such as Artists Pallet, Dante’s View and Zabriskoent.

We head off td.as Vegas Nevada on day 7,
a journey of 120 miles. When we reach Las
Vegas we drive down ‘The Strip’ to our KOA
RV park adjacent to Circus Circus hotel &
stay for 2 nts .

Assuming we haven't lost our ‘shirts’ in the casinare’re off on day 9 to the
Hoover Damand then ont&ingman for the overnight stop. The journey to the
Hoover Dam takes about an hour, and we have thenopt spending some time
at the Visitors Centre at the Dam before continntp Kingman, Arizona (a
further 1% hour drive). The Hoover Dam is locatedite Nevada/Arizona
border and we encounter a time change as we d¢reswtder (Arizona is 1 hour
ahead of Nevada).

Off to theGrand Canyon today, approx 4 hour drive (170miles), stayinthat
Grand Canyon Trailer Park, in Grand Canyon Villgge 2 nights.

From the Grand Canyon we have a 3 hour journetmfa (150m), staying at
the Rancho Sedona RV site for 2 nights. An eask wab town.

Located in Arizona’s high desert, Sedona is stiatdly
situated at the mouth of the spectacular Oak C@selyon.
It is a unique place characterised by massive oeld-r
formations. Oak Creek Canyon is considered at ksas
beautiful as many national parks.

A 200mile journey today takes us to Palm Creek &dRV Resort alCasa
Grande, south of Phoenix. This large holiday complexsaddouch of luxury to
our trip, with a heated outdoor swimming pool aadu¥zi, courts and activities
for all, including golf of course.

Another 200m journey today takes us from Casa Gramduartzsite, to stay at

the Holiday Palms RV site for 2 nights.
Quartzsite is in western Arizona, just 20 miles edis
the Colorado River on I-10. It is a mecca to wekio
a million visitors each year, most of whom converge
on this small town in a wave of RVs during the
months of January and February.
At this time of the year, 2,000 vendors of rocksmng,
minerals, fossils and everything else imaginable
create one of the world's largest open air fleaketar
in Quartzsite.

We leave Quartzsite and head &n Diegoon day 17 (approx 250miles). Spend
3 nights at Mission Bay RV Resort, San Diego. Qweé¢ night stop in San Diego
will allow us time to explore this lovely town, add some shopping!

Travel toLong Beach(est 120m) and stay at the Golden Shore RV Ré&wsort
our last night.
