Go over two islands, signed to Leominster and in
about Y2 mile after the 2nd island turn right onto B4361 signed Ludlow. Then as
from south.

From the West (Kidderminster) Turn left at the roundabout on the A49 just after
the Nelson Inn. Go to the next roundabout then as from the north.
